D, Abernathy, Texas by allowing some members of the City Council to
participate by telephone conference in order to advance the public health goal of limiting face-
to-face meetings (also called “social distancing”) to slow the spread of the Coronavirus
(COVID-19).

All citizens desiring to
speak during must fill out a comment form and comments will be limited to three (3)
minutes per person.
